TRANS DAY OF REMEMBRANCE
HOLY EUCHARIST

Monday, November 21, 2022

6 o’clock in the evening
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Rita Hester (November 30, 1963 - November 28, 1998) was a transgender African American woman who was
murdered in Allston, Massachusetts, on November 28, 1998. In response to her murder, an outpouring of grief
and anger led to a candlelight vigil held the following Friday on December 4 in which about 250 people
participated. The community struggle to see Rita's life and identity covered respectfully by local papers, including
the Boston Herald and Bay Windows. Her death inspired the "Remembering Our Dead" web project and the
Transgender Day of Remembrance also known as International Transgender Day of Remembrance, which has been
observed annually from its inception on November 20 as a day to memorialize those who have been murdered as a
result of transphobia. The day was founded to draw attention to the continued violence endured
by transgender people, an overwhelming number of them being from the African American community. The
Episcopal Church is dedicated to full inclusion and equality of all in both the church as well as in society as a whole.

We are called to lift up the dignity of all human beings, to safeguard and celebrate the life that God has given us in all
its rich variety. And so, we continue this journey together with determination and hope. We invite you to join us.

THE EUCHARISTIC PRAYER

We acclaim you, holy God, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your wisdom and love.
You formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into our care, so that, in obedience to
you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all your creatures. When our disobedience took us far
from you, you did not abandon us to the power of death. In your mercy you came to our help, so
that in seeking you we might find you. Again and again, you called us into covenant with you, and
through the prophets you taught us to hope for salvation.

Holy God, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only Son to be
our Savior. Incarnate by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, Jesus lived as one of us, yet
without sin. To the poor he proclaimed the good news of salvation; to prisoners, freedom; to the
sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your purpose Jesus gave himself up to death; and rising from the grave,
destroyed death, and made the whole creation new.
